Mr Groves said it was encouraging to see many more female participants in the 2022 NAFE with 45 women finalists – a 60% 

increase on last year. 

The REIA National Awards for Excellence 2022 feature 21 categories across all aspects of the real estate sector:  residential and 

commercial agencies, residential and commercial sales, property management, business brokers, buyer’s agents, community 

service, innovation and communications.  

There is also a prestigious “to be announced on the evening” REIA’s President’s Award.
